CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
The Ministry of Information, Culture, Arts and Sports is responsible for formulating and overseeing the implementation of policies on information, culture, arts and sports. It is also mandated to coordinate and regulate the mass media, film and theatrical performance and promote culture, arts and sports in the country. In executing these mandates, the Ministry is required to develop strategies and plans and monitor their implementation. Statistical information is among the key aspects for developing relevant strategies and plans as well as assessing the extent of their implementation. 

This report has, therefore, been prepared as an update to a similar report produced in 2015 for the Sectors under the Ministry (Information, Culture, Arts and Sports). This report has responded to gaps that were identified in the 2015 report including inclusion of critical statistics that were not in the previous report so as to meet the needs of stakeholders.  This work will continue to be improved overtime and eventually the Ministry will possess refined statistics for specific and general use.
CHAPTER TWO

METHODOLOGY
This chapter covers the scope or coverage of the report, data sources, data quality, sustainability and data periodicity. Further, it describes the data collection procedures and data analysis techniques.

2.1 Data Sources

Data refer to a collection of facts or information gathered for a specific reason. Sources of data are categorized into primary and secondary. Primary data sources are those that information is obtained from the participant in a particular field and directly from respondents whereas, secondary data sources are those that information has already been collected by someone else in the form of documentation. This report uses both primary and secondary data from different sources within and sometimes outside the Ministry. However, most data used in this report are secondary data.
In addition to the established routine administrative system, the Ministry continued to collect data through published books, registers and websites, budget speeches and Ministry reports. Some data were collected quarterly, semiannually; and others annually depending on the nature of the data; but more important the Ministry continued to strengthen its data collection system so as to enable data collection to be done frequently.

Information in this report are from reliable sources including Ministry’s Departments/Units, National Arts Council (BASATA), National Kiswahili Council (BAKITA), Bagamoyo Arts and Culture Institute (TaSUBa), Malya College of Sports Development, Tanzania Film Board (TFB), Tanzania Standard News Papers (TSN), National Sports Council (NSC), Tanzania Communications Regulatory Authority (TCRA) and the Tanzania Broadcasting Corporation (TBC).

2.2 Data Processing

Data processing and analysis in this report includes editing, coding, classification, tabulation and presentation of collected data. It also involves examining what has been collected in survey (s) or experiment and making deductions and inferences. The analysis process was done after data collection exercise from different sources was completed. Microsoft Word and Excel were used for data cleaning, compilation and analysis.
2.3 Scope and Coverage

Data used in the compilation of this report covers all regions of Tanzania Mainland and are focusing on Information, Culture, Arts and Sports sectors. More importantly, this report contains data generated from sectors allied institutions. However, some data cover only some regions due to lack of information from other regions.

2.4 Data Sustainability

Data presented in this report are sustainable and will continue to be updated every year as they are routine. These include data from the Departments of Information Services; Culture Development; Arts Development, Sports Development; Administration and Human Resources; and Policy and Planning.

2.5 Periodicity
Information in this report will be updated every year. This report covered the period of five years (2012- 2016).
CHAPTER THREE

SECTORAL STATISTICS
This Chapter focuses on four Sectors; Information, Culture, Arts and Sports. The analysis takes on board additional data available from institutions under respective sectors. Also, the chapter is expounded to contain additional data other than that presented in the preceding statistical reports for 2015. 

3.1 Information Sector Statistics

Access to information is a basic human right as defined in Article 18 of the Constitution of the United Republic of Tanzania, 1977 and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948). In 2015, the Government introduced two Bills, namely the Media Services and Access to Information. In 2016, the Government enacted two Acts that were much more needed to facilitate access to information and regulation of the media sector in the country. The Sector covers media services including television, radio, newspapers, journals, social media, pictures, films, cartoons and billboards. 

The Sector also presents available data from Information Department, TCRA, TBC and TSN. Some of these data are number of registered newspapers, radio and television stations, districts accessing TBC Radio and Television programs, newspaper circulation, sales trend of newspapers, journalist media accreditation cards (press card), newspapers/journals banned and warned due to misconduct.  
3.1.1 Registered Television Stations 

Apart from being a means of communication, the global media sector of which television is a major part employs many people in Tanzania as well as millions across the world. In addition, the success of public and commercial television as an advertising medium generates revenue which can be reinvested in even more great programming for viewers and other sectors of the economy.

Table 3.1 shows that from 2005 to 2016 there were 30 registered television stations in Tanzania Mainland. Among them, seven were Government owned, privately owned (18) and community/religion stations (5).  Furthermore, of the 30 stations, 22 (73.3 percent) aired their programs from Dar-es-Salaam Region.

3.1.2  Registered Radio Stations 

Radio is an important means of communication since it enables people who cannot access television and read newspapers to get news and trends. Radio also provides portable entertainment and information to many people. It functions where television stations are not accessible. Radio is easily accessed than newspapers particularly in rural areas. The information that is given over the radio can be broadcasted to a larger number of listeners and provide them with current information.

Table 3.2 shows that, by December, 2016, Tanzania Mainland had 148 registered radio stations. Out of these stations, seven are owned by Central and Local Governments, communities (11), religious (39) and   privately owned stations (91).

3.1.3 Press Cards Issued 
Press Cards grant special privileges to journalists. The pass bears a recognized legal status; it is an identification criteria for practicing journalists in Tanzania. In Tanzania, Press Cards are issued to both local and foreign journalists upon application and meeting required criteria.
Table 3.4 and Figure 3.2 show that over a period of five years, 2012-2016, a total of 2,625 Press Cards were issued to journalists in Tanzania Mainland. Out of the issued Press Cards, 88.8 percent were for local journalists and 11.2 percent for foreigners. Moreover, trend of the issued Press Cards were fluctuating and was at the pick of 687 in 2015 due to General National Election.

3.1.4 Registered Magazines 
Printed and electronic media are dominant means of disseminating information in the modern world. Because of its affordability and accessibility even in rural area of the country newspapers recognized to be the most powerful tool for expressing ideas and exchanging information. 

Over a five years period, 2012 – 2016, a total of 153 magazines were registered in Tanzania Mainland. Out of the registered magazines, a quarter of them (25.5 percent) were registered during a year of General National Election in 2015 (Table 3.5). The least number of magazines (26, 17.0 percent) were registered a year after General National Election (2016).

3.1.5 Registered Swahili and English Newspapers
Table 3.6 shows that from 2012 to 2016, Tanzania Mainland registered 153 newspapers. More than fifty percent (57.5 percent) of the registered newspapers were of the national language, Swahili. Registered English language newspapers were 42.5 percent. Moreover, most of the Swahili language newspapers (25) were registered during a year of General National Election (2015) whilst English language newspapers (17) were mostly registered a year after General National Election (2016).

3.1.7 Banned Newspapers

3.1.8  Sales of Newspapers by TSN 
Over a five years period (2012-2016), number of newspapers produced (allocated) by TSN was in fluctuating trend (Table 3.9 and Figure 3.3). The produced newspapers were at the pick of 8,580,320 in 2013 and the lowest (6,072,575) in 2016. In general, data in Table 3.9 do not give much proof on when  production is high, returned and sold newspapers will also be high and the vice versa.  Likewise, the table highlights that, regardless of whether production of newspapers increased or decreased, returned newspapers are purely depending on sold newspapers.

3.1.9  Tanzania Broadcasting Corporation (TBC)

Tanzania Broadcasting Corporation (TBC) is a public broadcaster whose primary objective is to educate, entertain and provide information to the public through radio and television. TBC was established by a Presidential Order through Government Notice No. 186 of July, 2007. Currently TBC has two Television Channels; TBC1 and TBC2 and three Radio channels; TBCtaifa, TBCfm and TBC international.
As at December, 2016, radio coverage has reached 89 districts (in all regions of the Tanzania Mainland) while Television coverage has reached 18 regions through Digital Terrestrial Transmission (DTT) and Satellite transmission. In line to this, statistics produced by TBC are those concerning Radio and DTT coverage. 
3.1.9.1  TBC Radio Coverage

Table 3.10 indicates that by December, 2016, 88 out of 161 districts in Tanzania Mainland (equivalent to 54.7 percent) had access to TBC radio signals. However, during the period under consideration (2012 – 2016), TBC radio signals transmission accessibility coverage remained constant (88 districts) due to Radio signal level improvements by reallocating some of transmitters in some of the districts.

3.2 Culture Statistics
Culture is recognized as “all aspects that have been created by a society in order to satisfy its needs and enable it to develop further. In other words, culture is the totality of a society’s ways of life, which distinguish it from other societies. Thus culture is a society’s main identity” (Cultural Policy, 1997).
UNESCO defines culture as the set of distinctive spiritual, material, intellectual and emotional features of society or a social group, that encompasses, not only art and literature, but lifestyles, ways of living together, value systems, traditions and beliefs (UNESCO, 2002).

The Cultural Sector has become increasingly important in the Socio-economic development in Tanzania. For this reason, cultural statistics evidences in growth of sustainable cultural development. In Tanzania, the cultural sector is coordinated by the Department of Culture in collaboration with the National Kiswahili Council (BAKITA) and African Liberation Heritage Programme. This section gives data on the following areas; Liberation Heritage Sites and Language Sector. 
3.2.1 African Liberation Heritage sites in Tanzania
Tanzania has various sites used during the African liberation movements. These areas are preserved and developed as liberation heritage sites. The Ministry, through the African Liberation Heritage Programme continues to identify, protect and preserve liberation heritage for both current and future generations. The heritage includes freedom fighters grave yards, military training camps and various sites used at time of the liberation struggle. Tanzania was nominated by the Organization of African Union (OAU) Secretariat and later African Union (AU) to be the headquarters of the African Liberation Heritage Programme. 

Table 3.13 shows that by 2016, Tanzania Mainland had identified 156 African Liberation Heritage Sites. Dar es Salaam Region had the highest number of Sites (69) followed by Ruvuma (12 Sites). Arusha and Kagera regions (each with one heritage site) had the least number.

3.2.2 Services Offered by BAKITA
The National Kiswahili Council (BAKITA) was established by Parliamentary Act No. 27 of 1967 which was revised in 1983 and amended in 2016. The Council is responsible for overseeing the use and development of Kiswahili language in the country and abroad.
In implementing its role, BAKITA provides education on language use through media, approves correct use of Kiswahili in Literature textbooks intended to be used for schools, provides consultancies  and editing services to young and longstanding writers, and provides translation and interpretation services to institutions, companies, organizations, AU, OAU, African Parliament and individuals.
During the reference period shown in Table 3.14, BAKITA provided six types of services. Number of Radio and Television programmes aired by BAKITA was 1,008, language approval services (especially approval of books were 311), translation (2,410), interpretation (25), editing (73) and language mistakes identified in the media (8,174). Further observation of Table 3.14 reveals that Radio and Television programmes aired by BAKITA remained static at 156 in five years, 2010 – 2014 and thereafter dropped significantly to reach 118 in 2015 and 110 in 2016 respectively. Furthermore, language approval services were at the pick of 121 in 2015 because the Council received bulk of books from the Tanzania Institute of Education as a result of changes made in the curriculum used in primary schools. Concerning identifying language mistakes in the media, Table 3.14 shows number of the identified language mistakes was higher during the first three years (2010 – 2012) of the period under consideration than the remaining four years (2013 – 2016).

3.3 Arts Statistics

The proposed Arts Department in the Ministry was established in 2015 and mandated to coordinate all matters concerning Arts in Tanzania. Before that, Arts was a section within Culture Department. The Arts Department has three sections which are: Fine and Performing Arts and Music, Artists Development and Empowerment and Film Development section (Currently, the Department isn’t fully fledged, it awaits for Presidential approval of the newly proposed Ministry’s organization structure). 

The proposed Department coordinates development of Arts in collaboration with Government institutions namely; Bagamoyo Institute of Arts and Culture (TaSUBa), Tanzania Film Board (TFB) and the National Arts Council (BASATA).
This section includes data on: number of participants at Bagamoyo Arts and Cultural Festival, students enrollment and graduates at TaSUBa, registered artist groups, arts promoters and arts associations, individual artists in performing arts and music, recreation halls, number of licensed cultural events, banned music (songs), foreign and local Artists performances, local and international awards in music and film, film classification and certification, filming permits,  confiscated  illegal film and music products, banned music and films, and Tax stamps.
3.3.1 Cultural Groups Participation at Bagamoyo Arts and Cultural Festival

TaSUBa in collaboration with other stakeholders have been organizing the Bagamoyo Arts and Cultural Festival since 1982. Table 3.15 below indicates that the participation of local cultural groups ranged from 40 in 2012 to 83 in 2016 while foreign cultural groups ranged from 4 in 2012 to 5 in 2013. Furthermore, the number of local participants increased significantly from 48 in 2015 to 83 in 2016 (72.9 percent increase). This increase was due to awareness raised to local cultural groups, involvement of stakeholders during festival preparations, increase of advertisements for the festival and increase of financial support for the participating groups.

3.3.2 Diploma Students Enrolled and Graduated at TaSUBa

The number of Diploma students enrolled at TaSUBa from 2012 to 2016 is shown in Table 3.16 below. The table reveals that the total number of students enrolled decreased by 8.3 percent from 48 in 2012 to 44 students in 2016. The analysis further reveals that, the number of male students enrolled increased by 15.2 percent from 33 students in 2015 to 38 students in 2016. On the other hand, the number of female students decreased by 57.1 percent from 14 students in 2015 to 6 students in 2016. This decrease was due to inadequate financial support for female students to study arts and culture courses and the cancellation of admitting students with less than four (4) passes and Primary School leavers to study a two year certificate course.

Table 3.17 below shows the number of diploma male students who graduated from TaSUBa were higher than that of females. The table also reveals that the number of male students who graduated decreased by 16.2 percent from 37 students in 2015 to 31 students in 2016. 3.3.4 Number of Graduates  in Short Courses

Table 3.19 presents number of graduates in various short courses at TaSUBa. The total number of Short Course Students graduated decreased from 256 in 2013 to 74 in 2016. On the other hand, in 2016 the majority of students (21) graduated in Music and Fine Arts courses each, followed by Film and TV Production, and Music and Sound Production with 10 students each. However, Swahili Fashion Design and Stage Technology courses recorded the least number of graduates (1 each). The decrease of graduates from 256 in 2013 to 74 in 2016 among other reasons was due to mushrooming of training centers on arts and culture courses, and lack of awareness and understanding of the society on studies about performing and visual arts.

3.3.5 Theatre/Drama and Music Groups Registered

The National Arts Council is a Government Institution established under Act No. 23 of 1984. The Council is endowed with the responsibility of coordinating and supporting operations and development of the arts sector in Tanzania Mainland. The Council is entitled to register individual artists, arts groups, associations, federations, arts promoters, entertainment halls, arts training institutions and Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) in the fields of arts.

Table 3.20 shows that over a period of seven years (2010 – 2016), Tanzania Mainland had 654 Theatre/Drama and 519 music groups. Dar es Salaam Region is leading among the list in Theatre/Drama groups (240) or 36.7percent followed by Morogoro 47 groups (7.2 percent). Rukwa and Songwe had the least number of registered Theatre/Drama groups (2, 0.3 percent each). Comparatively, Dar es Salaam is dominating by having the largest number of music arts groups at 209 (40.3 percent) followed by Mbeya Region 60 groups (11.6 percent). Songwe, Ruvuma and Simiyu had no registered music arts groups.

3.3.6 Individual Artists Registered

3.3.7 Licensed Cultural Events

Since the adoption of the Cultural Policy in 1997, the National Arts Council (BASATA) was mandated to coordinate and license cultural events in Tanzania. Among others, the Council is obliged to register cultural events. Table 3.22 below shows that there were 122 licensed cultural events recorded from 2011/12 to 2015/16. Furthermore, the number of licensed cultural events decreased by 58.3 percent from 24 in 2014/15 to 10 in 2015/16. 3.3.9.3 Local and International Awards (Trophies) Won by Local Artists

From 2011/12 to 2015/16 a total of 193 awards were won by artists. Local awards dominated with 171 awards against 22 international awards. The National Arts Council facilitâtes production and consomption of good art woks in Music, théâtre and fine art. Generally, Music (songs) with illicit content are banned due to unethical conduct, and violation of laws and régulations governing the industry.

3.3.9.6 Film and Stage Plays Industry 

The Film and Stage Plays Industry in Tanzania is one of the most vibrant owing to its ability to employ about 732,690 people from different groups in 2016 (TFB 2016). The Film Industry is regulated under the Films and Stage Plays Act No. 4 of 1976 and its Regulations of 2011. This Act puts in place the Tanzania Film Board, a government institution mandated to regulate and coordinate the Film Industry. Tanzania Film Board is also responsible for the overall development of the Film and Stage Plays Industry.
Tanzania Film and Stage Plays Industry produces up to 1,400 films per year making Tanzania the second largest producer of motion pictures in Africa, after Nigeria, in terms of number of productions. 

This section focuses on the number of film permits issued, reviewed movie Scripts, classified and certified films, illegal local films found in the markets, film and music products with special revenue stamps, awarded films (local and international), film infrastructures and banned films, Accreditation film practitioners’ licenses and registered practicing identity card issued. 
3.3.9.6.1 Filming Permits

Table 3.29 below shows that 753 filming permits were issued from 2011/12 to 2015/16. It further indicates that, more foreign permits were issued compared to local permits with 602 and 151 respectively. Likewise, Figure 3.12 shows the trend of local filming permits issued in the same period. The least number of local filming permits is associated with lack of awareness and financial constraints to local film makers.

3.3.9.6.3 Illegal Film Products Confiscated 

Illegal films refer to film products found in the local black market. Table 3.31 below shows that a total of 747,100 illegal films were confiscated in the period between 2013/14 to 2015/16, whereby the largest number was foreign films (694,793) and 52,307 local.  Furthermore, the analysis indicates that local films products confiscated decreased from 31,156 in 2014/15 to 6,478 in 2015/16. On the other hand, illegal foreign film products confiscated increased from 35,166 in 2014/15 to 650,101 in 2015/16. It is important to note that, the Government in collaboration with other stakeholders continued to wipe out pirated film products in the market in order to increase its revenue and hence empowering the local artists.

3.3.9.6.4 Tax Stamps for Film and Music Products

In 2013, the government introduced special stamps for film and music products in order to establish the number of film and music products available in the market, control piracy, maintain copyright, and hence increase government revenue. Table 3.32 shows that 21,830,000 films and 6,110,000 music products were issued with tax stamps from 2013/14 to 2015/16. 3.4 Sports Statistics

Sports include all forms of competitive physical activities or games which, through casual or organized participation aim to use, maintain or improve physical ability and skills while provide enjoyment to participant and in some cases, entertainment for spectators, and usually governed by a set of rules or customs, which serve to ensure fair competition and allows consistent adjudication to the winner. 

Information presented in this section includes the number of registered sports associations, sports clubs and academies in Tanzania Mainland. It also presents the number of student’s enrollment and graduates from Malya College of Sports Development, Travel Permits issued by National Sports Council and Elections for Associations/Federations.

3.4.1 Enrolment at Malya College of Sports Development 

The enrolment at Malya College of Sports Development is done after every one year. Table 3.35 shows that there were 93 students enrolled in the years 2013 and 2015. It is indicated that more males than females were enrolled with 55 and 38 respectively. On the other hand, the number of students increased by 32.5 percent in the two year period, from 40 students in the year 2013 to 53 students in the year 2015.

3.4.2 Sports Bodies Registration 

The National Sports Council (NSC) is responsible to coordinate, supervise, facilitate and monitor all sports activities in Tanzania. The Council is empowered by the National Sports Council Act No. 12 of 1967 as amended by Act No.6 of 1971, to register sports bodies (sports clubs, associations and academies). 

Table 3.37 indicates that from 2012 to 2016, Tanzania Mainland had 1634 Sports Clubs, 104 Associations and 50 Academies. Furthermore, the number of registered sports clubs increased by 47.8 percent from 224 in 2015 to 331 in 2016 while the number of sports associations decreased by 40.0 percent from 15 in 2015 to 9 in 2016. 3.7 Budget Overview

This section introduces the budget approved by the Parliament for MICAS for 2011/12 to 2015/16 Financial Years. In addition, the section focuses on Recurrent and Development Budget allocated.
3.7.1 Budget Trend

Table 3.42 shows that the Ministry was allocated with a total budget of TZS 129,802.1 million which involves Recurrent Budget (TZS 90,274.60 million) and Development Budget (TZS 39,527.5 million) for the period of 2011/12 to 2015/16. The percentage distribution of budget for the period under review shows that Personal Emoluments was allocated with higher budget of 43 percent followed by Development Budget at 30 percent and Other Charges (27 percent). Furthermore, the total budget allocation for financial year 2014/15 was 28.2 percent higher compared to 19.2 percent in 2015/16. Relatively, Development Budget decreased significantly from TZS 16,850.0 million in 2014/15 to TZS 3,000 million in 2015/16.

3.7.2 Approved Budget for Financial Year 2015/16 and 2016/17

Table 3.43 shows that, the total Recurrent Budget allocation for MICAS and institutions for 2015/16 to 2016/17 was TZS 41,739.7 million of which TZS 24,413.5 million (58.5 percent) was allocated in 2015/2016, and TZS 17,326.2 million (41.5 percent) was allocated in 2016/2017 for MICAS departments and Units. Total budget allocation decreased from TZS 24,413.5 million in 2015/16 to TZS 17,326.2 million in 2016/17 (17 percent). The percentage distribution of recurrent budget increased for departments of Administration and Human Resource Management followed by Information and Communication Technology and Legal Service Unit. A big decrease of budget distribution percentage was noticed to Sports development unit, while no budget allocated for Arts development unit in both periods.

3.7.4 Planned and Actual Revenue 

MICAS collects revenue from various sources including cinematographic permits, film censorship charges, national stadium ancillary charges, sale of press cards, printing and publications, newspaper registration fees and conference facility charges.
Table 3.45 shows the total revenue collection for the past 5 years (2011/12 to 2015/16). It shows that, the total actual revenue was TZS 4,729.0 million equivalent to 97.7 percent of the planned total revenue of TZS 4,842.3 million. On the other hand, in the year 2012/13 and 2015/16 the actual revenue collected was above the planned revenue with 130.4 percent and 111.1 percent respectively.

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3.8 Conclusion and Recommendations

The information contained in this report provides important data under four Sectors under the Ministry which are Information, Culture, Arts and Sports. However, it needs the inclusion of other data which are still being processed under the Ministry of Information, Culture, Arts and Sports. The delay was due to validation of the reliability and quality of data available.

This is the second report in a series of statistical reports of the Ministry. It thus calls for more work to be undertaken in the future. Therefore, there is still a need to reveal missing data observed in the process of developing this report. Some of these data gaps are as follows:- 

a) List of Social media blogs owners and bloggers;

b) Trends of frequently (daily, weekly, monthly etc published newspapers/magazines);

c) Foreign Media Houses in Tanzania;

d) List of Cultural heritage resources and books related to cultural issues;

e) Number of cultural, sports and Information officers in Tanzania Mainland;

f) Number of language spoken and existing in Tanzania Mainland;

g) Film Infrastructure including Video Exhibition Centers (VEC) known as “Vibanda Umiza”, Video Libraries, Studios and Cinema Halls;

h) Film Practitioners including distributers, producers, directors, actors and script writers;

i) Participation in games, sports and physical activities;

j) Sports infrastructures e.g cricket grounds, tennis courts;

k) Student enrollment and graduates from Malya College of Sports Development by field of study.  
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
